Disinfection Procedure
 Solway Transport disinfection procedures are vigorous, drawn up in conjunction with The Fish Vet Group. 


The vehicles are thoroughly maintained and disinfected. Oxygen probes are serviced, cleaned and calibrated and a spare hand held probe is carried on each lorry. 

General Requirements
· Surfaces must be cleaned (i.e. bio-film removed) and rinsed before a disinfection is applied.

· All tanks surfaces to be maintained in good condition and  regular checks for damage will be made

· All footwear to be dipped in 2% FAM * on arrival at a site.

· Wellington boots to be worn during loading & unloading.

· Each trailer to have its own sprayer and measure.

· Appropriate safety and environmental precautions to be taken e.g. control of run off. 

· All collection sites, by prior arrangement, will have the opportunity to re disinfect the vehicle with a Solway Transport approved disinfectant.
Pre transport disinfection at Solway Transports’ base.

                All surfaces and fittings (including diffusers and Mucon valves)

· Cold pressure wash

· Treat with degreaser (Vetrefoam @ 0.75% or TFR)

· Rinse with fresh water

· Inspection for damage

· Apply ‘Virkon’ to all surfaces i.e. Fresh solution of 1 in 100                                                                                   dilution = 10mls per litre.  

Procedure between species/ year classes.

Dryden Air Diffusers
· Remove from tank and pressure clean.

· Soak in Fam solution (1 in 125) for 10 minutes 

· Return to tank, spray with Virkon (1 in 125) leave in central drain immersed in Virkon for at least 2 hours, when the excess disinfectant is drained from the tank. 

                Mucon valves

· Remove from the tanks.

· Clean with freshwater.

· Immerse in Fam (1 in 125) for 10 minutes.
